The Cuban side is willing to offer technical advice and compensated consultancy through ARTEX agency, in 
cultural administration and program performance, as well as classes in folklore, painting, sculpture, 



contemporary dance, classical ballet, classical and popular music, and heritage.

The agreement will remain in force for three years and will be renewable if there is no objection by the two 
parties.
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
